Inland Water Transport is an economical and environment friendly mode of transport. It has a vast potential to act as an alternative and supplementary
mode of transportation under defined conditions

1. Maharashtra has an extensive network of creeks, rivers, canals and lakes which upon development can provide an efficient network of inland
transportation

= Maharashtrahas 35 creeks and 720 km long coastline
2. IWTisapreferred mode of transport in the coastal region of Maharashtra
= Approximately 1.5 crore (15 mn) passengers use Inland Water Transport annually in the coastal districts of Maharashtra

3. Foran upward shift in the share of IWT, Maharashtra is undertaking various projects for construction of new and refurbishment of existing passenger
facilities
= Government of India, Ministry of Shipping has approved eight Inland Water Transport projects in Maharashtra, under a centrally sponsored scheme
= Theprojectwill involve a total cost of INR 30 crore (USD 6.3 million)

= The sites approved for the development are Vishnupuri and Isapur in the district of Nanded; Karanja, Mandwa, Rajpuri, Janjira, Dighi and
Agardanda in Raigad district

4. Inview of traffic congestion in Mumbai, special emphasis is being provided to the financial capital of India. IWT and Passenger Water Transport (PWT)
are being developed in Mumbai from South Mumbai to Suburban District divided in 3 locales. Additionally redevelopment works are being carried out in
the existing routes of Eastern Sea Routes and Harbour Route

= Thethree routes identified for the development of IWT / PWT in Mumbai are:
1. Western Sea Route —Nariman Point toBorivali
2. Eastern Sea Route —South Mumbai/ Gateway of India to Thane/ Navi Mumbai

3. Cross Harbour Route — Gateway of India/ Ferry Wharf/ South Mumbai to Mandwa, Rewas, JNPT
